Uniform Policy

The uniform is an important part of the Cub Scout program.

Class B Uniforms

Pack 95 has adopted a “Class B” uniform, which consists of a pack t-shirt and any good
pair of pants (or shorts if the weather dictates). If the pack t-shirt is unavailable, any cub

scout or boy scout t-shirt is acceptable.

Class B uniforms are worn at den meetings, and outdoor pack events.
Class A Uniforms

The “Class A” uniform consists of the blue cub scout button down shirt (or tan if a
Webelo), the appropriate neckerchief with a slide, a cub scout hat, and a cub scout belt.
Scouts can wear any dark pair of pants in good order. The Class A uniforms are worn
at Pack Meetings, the Pinewood Derby and the Blue and Gold Banquet.

An official neckerchief slide is not required. The boys can wear any neckerchief slide,
including one made themselves.
